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In conjunction with the Social Science History Association (SSHA), Emory
University wishes to announce a pre-release demonstration session for the new and
expanded transatlantic slave trade database that is being developed with grants from
the National Endowment of the Humanities and the WEB Du Bois Institute of Harvard
University. The beta version of the open-access web site, which will provide the
permanent home of the database, offers an interactive interface specifically designed
for schools. This makes it possible for students and teachers to search and analyze
details of 35,000 transatlantic slave voyages, as well as explore our own construction
of the overall size and direction of the total slave trade. Students and teachers can
select ports, regions, and national carriers around the Atlantic world for any period
during the era of the slave trade, 1501 to 1867, and examine any facet of the slave
trade that they choose. The site also provides illustrations, timelines, and lesson
plans as well as a page inviting the public to contribute new data to the project.

We have spaces for 26 participants and these will be reserved registered
attendees. The basic requirement is that applicants teach a discipline to grades 5
through 12.
