I n conj unct ion with t he Social Science History Association (SSHA),  Emory 
University wishes to announce a pre- release dem onst rat ion session for  t he new and 
expanded t ransat lant ic slave t rade database that  is being developed w it h grant s from  
the Nat ional Endowm ent  of the Hum anit ies and the WEB Du Bois I nst itut e of Harvard 
Universit y.  The beta version of the open-access web sit e,  which w ill provide t he 
perm anent  hom e of t he database,  offers an interact ive inter face specif ically  designed 
for educators. This m akes it  possible for users t o search and analyze details of 
35,000 t ransat lant ic slave voyages,  as well as explore our  own const ruct ion of t he 
overall size and direct ion of t he total slave t rade. Users can select  por ts, regions, and 
nat ional carr iers around t he At lant ic wor ld for  any period dur ing the era of t he slave 
t rade,  1501 to 1867, and exam ine any facet  of t he slave t rade t hat  they choose. The 
site also provides illust rat ions,  t im elines,  and lesson plans as well as a page invit ing 
the public to cont ribute new data to the proj ect .
